Variation: A logo should be designed to accommodate all mediums - 300 dpi with CMKY color for print, 72 ppi
with RGB color for the web, It should also be taken into consideration where the logo will placed and how to size it
or convert it when need be.

Everything should radiate professionalism from the logo to websites, brochures, business cards, and so on. A
logo is representative of a story and the theme should be carried out through all marketing materials and the
brand itself. This is why it's important to hire a designer instead of taking matters into your own hands. Many
businesses want to save a few dollars on design and end up hurting the quality of their services as perceived by
their audience.
